Introduction

Presentation of Information

This section presents a summary of the draft management policies for the coast for
consultation. This document provides information covering the whole coast.

The frontage has been split into 7 ‘Policy Development Zones’ (or ‘PDZs’) as follows:
e PDZ1 — Lowestoft Ness to Benacre Ness
e PDZ2 — Benacre Ness to Easton Broad
e PDZ3 — Easton Broad to Dunwich Cliffs
e PDZ4 — Dunwich Cliffs to Thorpeness
e PDZ5 — Thorpeness to Orford Ness
e PDZ6 — Orford Ness to Cobbold’s Point
e PDZ7 — Cobbold’s Point to Felixstowe Port (south)

Within each ‘Policy Development Zone’ the coast has been further sub-divided into a
series of ‘Management Areas’. Within each of these, management policies have been
selected for a series of ‘Policy Units’, as schematised below:
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Definition of Policies

For each Policy Unit an assessment has been made of the preferred management
policy to be implemented over three future epochs, namely: 2025; 2055; and 2105.

The management policies under consideration are defined by Defra guidance on the
production of Shoreline Management Plans and can be classified as follows:
